Each grant proposal will be evaluated for its….
1. Innovative and educational nature
2. Realistic goals 
3. Benefit to students 
4. Reasonable budget 
5. Clarity – applications can be typed or handwritten.  Please be clear and concise to help the Committee understand the value of your project.  


Questions to consider when completing your application:
1. How will your project compliment your current classroom curriculum?
2. Will you or your school be able to reuse the materials you receive from this grant?
3. Is your project a collaborative effort of 2 or more teachers?  SEF encourages teachers to submit collaborative projects that will benefit as many students as possible.
4. What will be the short term and long term results of your project?  Is this a program that once funded, can be repeated in years to come?
5. Is this a project that will benefit students with special needs?  If so, please let us know.


SEF typically does NOT support the following (although we do make exceptions in some specific cases):
· National Certification for teachers
· Teacher / Substitute teacher salaries
· Field trips

What is the Grant Program?

Each project proposal will be evaluated for its
(1) Innovative and educational nature
(2) Realistic goals 
(3) Benefit to students 
(4) Reasonable budget 
(5 Clarity – applications can be typed or handwritten.  Please be clear and concise to help the Committee understand the value of your project.  
Describe Your Request
· Projects for innovative materials and/or equipment, may be viewed favorably, and may be funded by the Foundation, with the understanding that if the project is a success, the Snohomish School District may pick up future funding.  Similar projects may not be automatically funded from year to year so would need to be applied for annually.
· Is this request for health related, or special needs students?
· Is there another resource available to fund or partially fund your grant? Have they been approached?  
· Is there a specific plan with timeline to measure and report success achieved?
 
While projects are evaluated independently by the Foundation, the Foundation does require a Principal approval, on each request. Your principal can email your grant application to us at (pam@snoed.org). This authenticates their approval.

Materials or equipment acquired with a grant may be shared by educators within the District and may be transferred between schools, subject to the approval of the Principals involved.  The Foundation shall be advised by the Principal(s) when any materials or equipment are transferred or shared between schools.
